Specific duties of the role:

1. To deliver excellent and inclusive teaching, learning and assessment in the classroom to groups of Entry level and L1 learners so that they are inspired to succeed and progress.  

2. To build positive relationships with learners to improve engagement and maths skills.

3. Planning delivery so that schemes of work, lesson plans and individual learning plans support learner progress and timely achievement.

4. To undertake ongoing high-quality formative and summative assessment of learners work both in class and through regular out of class activity to monitor progress.

5. To initiate and respond to new curriculum developments and plan resources as appropriate.

6. Reflect on own practice, including teaching, learning and assessment, and review and implement ways in which the learners learning experience can be improved.

7. To complete and submit all paperwork relevant to role in a timely manner, including exam entries and accredited achievements.

8. Attend all meetings and appropriate staff and curriculum development activities as required.

9. Contribute to the area SAR and Quality Improvement Plan.

10. Ensure that the VLE and e-learning portals are regularly updated and developed to support learning in associated programmes.

11. Complete the appropriate documentation for trips and visits and work placements, paying particular attention to risk management, safeguarding and the quality of the learner experience.

12. Participate in the interviewing of new and progressing learners in a way which inspires potential learners to study at Bury College.

13. Contribute to college marketing and promotional activities.

14. To be a developing and practicing professional and keep your specialist academic and work-based knowledge up to date.

15. Work as part of a team to achieve agreed outcomes and objectives and contribute to curriculum area duties.

16. To always ensure commitment to customer care and to meet agreed quality standards.

17. To maintain confidentiality and to comply with the requirements of the GDPR.

18. To contribute to and support the full implementation of the college behavior policy.

19. To undertake standardization activities and internal verification as appropriate.
